There are records of up to 30 Americ
whdeships in the harbour at one time.
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The Whaling Museum isne of the most
comprehensive private museums of its Kil
in New Zealand

Although never a whaling port, Mangon
and Butler Point have strong historical ti¢
with the whaling industry. In 1792 ¢h
American whaleship captain Eber Bunk
made the first recorded visit by a whit
person to Mangonui and Butler Poi
Bunker and other whaling captai
probably had contact with local Maori.

Butler Point with Mangonui in the

Department of Conservation archaeological excavationsepatkhillfort) at Butler Point have wovered
such items of noiMaori manufacture as clay pipe p&s and glass bottle fragmentitefacts belonging to
local Maori are displayed by their courtesy in the Museum.

William Butler, who built Butler Houseral developed extensive Gardens at Butler Point, was a former
whaling captain. On Butler Point he constructed a trade store from which he supplied visiting whaling shif
Butler also advertised a service recruiting crew for
whaleships.

Butler Point WhalingMuseum has been developed to

commemorate the close association of the Point and
Mangonui with whaling. Exhibits represent almost 30
years obtaining authentic items associated with the
whaling industry. Pieces have been sourced from New
Zealand, Australia rad North America. Together they

represent one of the finest private collections in New
Zealand Among the items on display in the Museum are a

refurbished ship's whaleboat; a reconstruc
tryworks; examples of whalebone; a large ra
of harpoons and cutig in equipment;
paraphernalia associated with shipboard i
including a full set of ship's surgicg
instruments; old prints and photographs
aspects of the whaling industry; and models
whaleships and whaleboats.

(DPP2000), a cwoperative business venture devised by Horace, between Hdgghe School and
International Dolphin Watch.

Details of the project were posted in the school in July 2000. Seventeen Year 10 students volunteered to
part.

their summer holidays. Upon their return to school in September as Year 11 students the DPP2000 team
for Abusiness |l uncheman wi hh ahoi ampe o a bsext@duraduld o a r
activity was an addition to their intensistudies for their forthcoming @evel exams.

The Educationahspect of DPP2000 was designed to gives students an insight into the many and diver
creative processes that are necessary before an idea for a new product can become a reality. The team
given a lecture on a newly developed business venture in Hull University Business Park.

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Sea Shepherd Interrupts lllegal Whale Slaughter

The Sea Shepherd scouwsgelGojira found the illegal Japanese
whaling ship Sea Shepherd calls tGetacean Death Staat
2115 NZST on February 9th. Tidisshin Maruwas caught in
the process of unlawfully flensing a whale on their aft deck at
the position of 74 degrees 16 miasitsouth and 149 degrees 2
minutes west.

The Gojira immediately gave chase as thdisshin Maru
attempted to escape by entering a field of ice. Gwira
attempted to block the huge factory ship to buy time foBibie
Barker to arrive from some 28 milesway. Captain Locky
MacLean engaged théisshin Maruin a skirmish, and notified the Japanese whalers that they were not to
continue their illegal whaling.

The Nisshin Maruseemed to be engaged in flensing operations at the time it was discovered. Werk ligh
illuminated the deck as water was being flushed over the sides and-brown
red stains were visible along the aft deck of the vessel around the scuppers
drain holes, while black smoke bellowed from the factory smoke stack.

Despite several VHF calls to alter
course, theNisshin Maruclosed in on th&ojira. Whenthe Nisshin Maru

was 40 meters away, Captain MacLean fired a flare to signaNigghin

Maru to alter course. The Japanese factory ship altered course to starboarc
as theGojira slid 20 meters down her port side.

At 0220 on February 10th, tidisshin Mau and one of the harpoon boats
entered thick pack ice after several hours of zigzagging through loose floe
ice. TheGoijira kept up skirting the ice edge, meeting Misshin Maruon the far side of each floe using her
speed advantage.

The Nisshin Maruproceeded to the south towards an area of pack ice. It appeared aSdfithevas about
to lose the factory ship in the thick ice when Bub Barkerarrived just in time to take over the pursuit.

At 0400 hours, thdBob Barkerplaced itself immediately ato the stern slipway of thBlisshinMaru to
block any further attempts to offload dead whales. Bble Barkeris now easily pursuing thisshin Maru
through thick pack ice with th@ojira continuing to skirt around the ice looking for harpoon vessels.

The Sea Shepherd shiieve Irwindeparted from Wellington, New Zealand at 1800 hours on February 9th
and is expected to meet up with the Sea Shepherd fleet and the
Japanese whaling fleet in about five days.

TheBob Barkemeeds to hold position on the stef theNisshin
Maru until the Steve Irwincan assist it. By blocking the stern
slipway, the factory ship is unable to load dead whales from the
harpoon vessels, allowing Sea Shepherd to effectively shut down
their illegal whaling operations.

Despite government denial of concern about mercury poisoning, the public is rejecting buying whale a
dolphin meat.Consumption has gone down an astonishing 30% just in the past year, mostly, we have be
told by insides, due to mercury concerns among consumers and grocers.

Whale meat is now piling up in storage freezeas astonishing 5,670 tons, the most evidre government
is desperately trying to get rid of whale meat through offering it to school lunch prograinsther
gimmicks.

Japands wh al -kiling maahinds have beenlso badly battered in the past year that discussion
are being raised in high circles as to whether it is worth it.

But our response must be clealle must redouble our efforts amutensify pressure inside and outside
Japan. We must fight strenuously against any effort by the Japanese government-tp #tidng of
dolphins and whales in order to replace the losses from their failed Antarctic operations.
