I am delighted to tell you that Iceland's 
government has said that, as a result of the low 
demand for whale meat, no more whaling quotas 
will be allowed, at the current time. 

IFAW applauds the decision by the Icelandic 
government and the wise words of the Fisheries 
Minister  that if there is no market for the 
meat, then there is no sense in allowing more 
whales to be killed. IFAW has commissioned 
several reports highlighting that whaling does 
not make economic sense for Iceland. 

IFAW helped to establish a thriving whale-
watching industry in Iceland, which is now 
worth over £10 million per year. In contrast, 
only 1%* of Icelanders eat whale meat regularly 
and young people in particular rarely do.
